This training course will give investigators insight into the 
latest trends in criminal investigative techniques including the continuing threat of 
internet based crimes and what techniques can be used to identify and prosecute the cyber 
criminal. Investigators will also learn how to keep good investigations on track by being 
able to deal effectively with supervisors and the prosecutor’s office to see the 
investigation through to a successful conclusion.  
 
 The techniques investigators will gain from this course can be utilized in all types of 
criminal investigations including property crimes, child pornography cases, public 
corruption cases, financial crime investigations and death investigations. Investigators 
will learn how to work solid financial crime investigations and will learn the different 
types of search warrants and subpoena’s that may be utilized in tracking proceeds of 
crime.  
 
Investigators who are not familiar with traditional drug investigations will benefit from 
this course by learning how to deal with drug related death investigations and how to 
differentiate between a case of an overdose death by combined drug intoxication and 
death that is not intended but occurs as a result of using drugs in which the death may be 
chargeable against the supplier of the drugs to the deceased. 
 
This training is essential for all criminal investigators and supervisors of criminal 
investigative units.  The instructors for this seminar have many years of investigative 
experience and have been involved in the prosecutions of several high profile cases.  
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CAUGHT IN THE WEB:  

INSIDE THE POLICE HUNT TO RESCUE CHILDREN FROM ONLINE PREDATORS- How do 
predators stalk children on the web? Who are the victims? Who are the perpetrators? How 
widespread is the problem and what can police and prosecutors do about it?  Investigative 
journalist Julian Sher spent two years following the work of the FBI and police agencies around 
the world and will share his experiences. Additionally there will be a special screening of a one-
hour documentary written and directed by Julian Sher, based on his book “Caught in the Web.”  
For the first time, cameras take viewers behind the scenes as investigators from the U.S., the UK 
and Canada use the latest high-tech techniques in image analysis, undercover work and 
infiltration to break up online international rings of child abusers.   
 

Storefront Operations- Detective Pat Fielding with the Las Vegas Metropolitan Police 
Department will share his experiences in working undercover in storefront operations involving 
buying and selling stolen property, stolen vehicles, firearms and even explosives. Pat will show 
you how to set up a storefront operation on a budget including setting up storefronts in existing 
places of business.  
 
Drug Related Death Investigations- Assistant United States Attorney Jeff Valenti will show the 
investigative and prosecution side to drug related death investigations including drug related 
homicides and deaths that occur as the result of using drugs provided to the victim by another 
subject. 
 
FastTRAX-Processing Forensic Ballistic Evidence- Today the challenge of following the gun and 
associated evidence as crucial pieces of evidence in murder and assault cases is made even more difficult when 
faced with criminal gangs that are mobile. Victims of violent crime, especially those that are gang related, are 
unwilling to cooperate with police and prosecutors, in fear of retaliation.  In these instances, ballistics evidence 
becomes even more critical.  It is the difference between a guilty and a not guilty verdict. 
The analysis of ballistics evidence found at a crime scene can also provide police with valuable information 
indicating that a series of crimes are linked.  This analysis allows police allows police to leverage the known 
pieces of information from each crime.  Often it is this leveraging which helps police clarify what transpired 
during the crime and solve the case. Automated ballistics technology is used to image and search individual 
pieces of evidence and test fires so that experts can identify links between crimes, guns and suspects very 
quickly.  These links help detectives solve more gang, gun-related and homicide crimes because they generate 
more investigative leads. Forensic Technology will present how to get the most out of an effective and efficient 
integrated ballistics information sharing network. This presentation will also focus on the technology and 
services available to the law enforcement community helping expedite the entire investigative process.
